Objectives:  

This two-day workshop will introduce teachers and other interested participants to the concept of Service Learning and to various models of Service Learning that have been used.  

Participants will learn how Service Learning is tied to the California Content Standards at various grade levels.

Service Learning is scheduled to be a new graduation requirement for the class of 2007, therefore training teachers in the fundamentals of Service Learning is now a district priority.  This workshop will serve that priority.  

Current Service Learning programs and projects in and around LAUSD will be presented, and teachers will begin planning a Service Learning program for their schools.  

Upon completion of the course, teachers will be able to implement Service Learning projects and programs at their schools.  They will have created at least one Service Learning project tied to the California Content Standards by filling out the Certification Form and mapping the implementation of the project.

If participants have completed or will complete the District B-sponsored workshop: “Service Learning 101,” by completing this Salary Point Class they will become “Certified Service Learning Providers.”  

Various Student Needs:  

Service Learning provides many opportunities for inclusion in the general curriculum for various students with special needs.  

English Language Learners, Special Education students, and students of various cultures all have a chance to participate in Service Learning projects.  Many of these projects can be coordinated with regular classes, their teachers and students.

Homework Assignment #1: 

Part 1: (4 hours)
Participants will be given two articles (K-12 Service-Learning, by RMC Research Corporation; The Environmental Service Learning Research Project, by Patty Madigan), then required to research at least two more articles about Service Learning and answer questions on those readings. Questions included:

A.
What are the general messages, themes, and/or ideas in the paper?

B.
What references and resources were used?  Author’s purpose?

C.
How is the article useful to you, your colleagues, or your students?

Part 2: (4 hours)
Participants will research and review four existing Service Learning projects at particular schools, then they will evaluate those projects using the following criteria: 

A.
To what extent does the project reflect high quality service?

B.
To what extent does the project use Standards-based instruction?

C.
To what extent does the project encourage student involvement?

D.
Is the project repeatable at your school, with a different student population or annually?

Part 3: (4 hours)
Participants will research at least ten (10) national, state, or university sponsored websites dealing with Service Learning, Volunteerism, Environmental Education, or Community Projects (ie. National Service Learning Clearinghouse, Corporation for National and Community Service, National Society for Experiential Education, SERVEnet, Americorps, Do Something, Campus Outreach Opportunity League, UCLA/UC Berkeley Service Learning sites,… etc.).  Then participants will provide the following for each site:

A. Annotation of these websites listing general contents and resources.  (Participants must include URL, Sponsor, and indicate general size.)

B. Evaluation of the sites for usefulness or appropiateness to themselves, colleagues, or students.

C. One example, per site of an interesting page found at the site. (This page might be the most useful one found. Participants must print out the page and bring to share.

Part 4: (4 hours)
Participants will research, identify, and contact at least five (5) potential partners for Service Learning projects at their school or in their community.  First, they need to assess the needs or problems on their campus or in their community, then they must generate at least three possible solutions to each of the areas of need, all the time bearing in mind the question of who can help.  Then, they need to contact local businesses, nonprofit organizations, other educational institutions, government agencies, or other community resources.  These potential partners would provide supplies, materials, workspace, employee time, or even cash to assist in realizing a particular service learning project.  For this assignment, their assistance may be hypothetical.  To complete the assignment, participants will link a problem and/or solution with a particular potential partner, including all contact information, and a description of how the partner will help.  Participants must also describe potential difficulties or obstacles for using these partners.

Homework Assignment #1 must be completed by participants and received by the salary point class instructor by _________, 2004 in order for point credit to be awarded.
Homework Assignment #2:  

Part 1: (8 hours)
Participants will use their research and work to create a plan for at least three (3) Service Learning Projects at their schools.  

Having identified the needs in their community, various problems and potential solutions, participants will develop three viable and useful Service Learning projects.  They will identify and unpack all relevant Content Standards for each of their three projects.  They will identify teachers and classes who/which will participate.  They will identify and contact potential community partners, and possible funding sources.  They will create a flow chart and implementation map of the process for executing each of their projects.  They will plan for culminating events and showcase activities.  They will fill out LAUSD Certification Forms for each of the three projects.  

Each Service Learning Project description should be at least four pages long including the LAUSD Certification Form.  

Part 2: (8 hours)
Participants will write a plan for establishing a Service Learning Program at their school that involves teachers, students, parents, administrators, and community partners.  The plan will represent a guidebook for implementing Service Learning at the school, and should include the following components:

List Names, Contacts, Addresses, Phone/Fax Numbers, and information on grants, in-kind donations, and school supporters.

6. Relevant Research, Web Resources & Descriptions of Model Programs

Annotated List References, Websites, and Model Programs

7. Implementation Handouts for Teachers and Students

Create 4-6 Forms Teachers can use to implement projects

8. Annual Schedule of Meetings and Activities

Give a timeline of events during the school year

9. Showcase Event Plans and/or Achievement Celebration Activities

Describe Culmination Activities

10. Projected Program Evolution over five (5) years 

Considering staffing and program changes over the next several years, describe how the program you have set up may evolve to accommodate these changes.

Each component should be one to two (1 to 2) pages long, with the final guidebook approximately fifteen (15) pages in length, double-spaced, using a standard 12 point font.  The homework will not be returned, so keep a copy for your records and use.
